COMPUTER CENTERS/INTERNET POLICY
 
The computer centers are provided as a resource to support the instructional program.  The labs are available to students for word processing, data analysis, research or other educational activities.  Students must follow the rules posted in each computer lab.  In addition to the posted rules the following general rules will apply
 
GUIDELINES AND POLICY
 
Internet access is coordinated through a complex association of government agencies, and regional and state networks.  In addition, the smooth operation of the network relies upon the proper conduct of the end users who must adhere to strict guidelines.  These guidelines are provided here so that you are aware of the responsibility you are about to acquire.  In general, this requires efficient, ethical and legal utilization of the net work resources in accordance with the mission of Hamilton School District.  If a Hamilton School District user violates any or these provisions, his or her account will be terminated for a period of at least a year and future access could possibly be denied.
 
GUIDELINE 1: Acceptable uses of the network are activities which support learning and teaching and are consistent with the educational objectives of the Hamilton School District.  Students will be instructed in the proper techniques and standards for appropriate use of the network.  To assure that students understand the appropriate use of the computer, any misuse of the network may result in the loss of the student account.
 
GUIDELINE 2: Unacceptable uses of the network include:
1. Violating the conditions of the student’s rights and responsibilities policy dealing with students= rights  to            privacy.
2. Using profanity, obscenity, or other language which may be offensive to another user.
3. Re-posting personal communications without the author’s prior consent.
4. Copying commercial software in violation of copyright law; and
5. Using the network for financial gain or for any commercial or illegal activity.
6. Deliberate attempts to send computer viruses, degrading or disrupting system performance will be viewed as           criminal activity under applicable state and  federal law.
7. Downloading files that contain games, music, obscene or profane material
 
GUIDELINE 3: Hamilton School District makes no warranties of any kind, whether expressed or implied, for the service it is providing.  Hamilton School District will not be responsible for any damages you suffer.  This includes loss of data resulting from delays, non deliveries, mis-deliveries, or service interruptions caused by its own negligence or your  error or omissions.  Use of any information obtained via the Internet is at your own risk.  Hamilton School District specifically denies any responsibility for the accuracy or quality of information obtained through its services.
 
GUIDELINE 4: Security on any computer system is a high priority, especially when the system involves many users.  If you feel you can identify a security problem on the Internet, you must notify the sponsoring teacher.  Do not demonstrate the problem to other users.  Attempts to log onto the Internet as a system administrator will result in cancellation   of user privileges.  Any user identified as a security risk or having a history of problems with other computer systems may be denied access to the Internet.
 
STUDENT ACCOUNTS
 
1) Students will be limited to 15 megabytes of space or 25 megabytes of space if the student is enrolled in a  computer class.
 
2) Students may only access their e-mail accounts before school, during lunch or after school.
 
3) A computer lab fee of $5.00  (non-refundable)  will  be assessed to each student to help defray costs of  computer related materials.
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
